The shelters that many of us were supporting said it was fairly easy to find 

groups willing to buy or sponsor Christmas gifts for children, but their mothers 

seemed to be forgotten. We feel by supporting the mothers, they will in turn 

hopefully not return to the abuser and will, in the long run, feel stronger for 

their children. That is why our group called “The Basketeers” was created.  

 

In 2000 we started with 14 baskets and in 2009 we supported 26 women’s 

shelters in Ontario with a total of 1154 beautiful wrapped baskets. In 2010, 

our goal is 1300.   

 

Did you know?  

On an average day, there are approximately 6,100 woman and dependant 

children in shelters, the majority of whom are there to escape domestic 

violence (76% of women and 88% of children).
